Rediscover WW in the Adirondacks Part 11

or now, I will be concluding Rediscover WW in the

Adirondacks with the Caroga Creck. At the end of which
I will include a brief bibliography that will cover the West
Canada Creek and other possible rivers in the area. Unfortu-
nately there 1s nothing or very little written about the Cincin-
nati or the Caroga Cregks. Tam also including some additional
information on other sources and camping. If you are intcr-
ested n running a trip in this area I can supply you with more
information and topo maps.

Caroga Creek s a class 3 river located south of the Adirond-
ack Park just off Route 10 between the towns of Johnstown
and St. Johnsville. The creek comes out of Caroga Lake in
Fulton County. The pu-in is located at the power plant in
Ephratah, NY on Route 10 just .5 m. north of Route 67. From
here the creek runs for about 7 miles to the take-out at the
Route 5 Bridge. The power plant releases seven days a week
all vear around  If vou bappen to come across the men
working the plant they will even regulate the CFS.

To get to the take-out and scout the niver follow Route 10
South for a very short distance to Route 67 West . Take Route
67 to Woods Road (County Rd. 140) which follows the river
for a distance. Turn left unto Wagner Hollow Road which
follows the rest of river to the take-out. Parking at either end
is ample.

Characteristics of the river: The Caroga Creek is a shale
river with jagged edges, undercuts, drops and ledges with
wisible crevices that could steal a paddle or two. The water is
pristine and the scenery is a geological wonderland. The river
starts with fast running water class 1-2 with no surprises but
starts to pick up as the river meanders through the outskirts of
the town of Palatine.

At about 3 miles from the put-in you will reach the Caroga
Gorge which tums the creek into a class 2+ with class 3 drops.
The class 3 section starts with Caroga’s big surprise: a 100 ft.
river wide shale slide with a 40-50 fi. wide hydraulic at the
bottom. The slide is very shallow which forces you to choose
extreme left or right. After the slide your best route is river
center. At this point the river throws everything at you from
lots of eddies, cross currents, standing and diagonal waves to
a series of drops and ledges that should make maneuvering
very exciting and catch the attention of some of our thrill-
seeking friends.

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LEADERS & TRAILER HAULERS

Leaders: We’ve had some trouble lately, so this is a
reminder. The equipment fleets (bam & trailers) are not
available for your usc, UNLESS the flcet has been assigned to
your trip by the Equipment Coordinator, currently that is Kerry
O’Brien. The trailers must not be moved or parked anywhere
without the approval and knowledge of the Equipment Coordi-
nator. H you want to use equipment from a fleet or trailer that
you think is not being used, CHECK WITH THE EQUIP-
MENT COORDINATOR BEFOR USING ANYTHING
FROM THE FLEET. Call Kerry at home (212) 598-0280 and
leave a message on his machine. (If vou call him at work, he
docsn’t have any records there )

Trailer Haulers: You are not to haul or park a trailer
anywhere without the Equipment Coordinator’s (Kerry’s)
knowledge. If you MUST park it some place other than where
Kerry has planned, because of an emergency or whatever,
notify Kerrv ASAP.

On another note: Please use only equipment that has been
assigned to vour trip. On many weekends all of the equipment
is assigned to sombody. If you use a tarp that you were not
assigned, the trip that it was assigned to has no tarp. If vou are
assigned equipment from one fleet for your trip, don’t purloin
stuff from another fleet. Please return the equipment promptly,
AND when you return stuff for the Green or Yellow fleet, put
it back IN THE CORRECT TRAILER - DON'T RETURN
IT TO THE BARN.
